Sonshine says that I am a very fast and observant 

learner. We currently have two residents in the home. They are receiving so much individualized care. Our ultimate 

goal is to show our ladies the love of Jesus Christ and share the good news of the gospel. We provide a variety of 

resources and classes to help them understand what it means to truly repent, believe and walk in faith. Each resi-

dent has her own unique circumstances and struggles. I work part-time, three days a week, and my designated job 

description is “Discipler”. I am an encouraging voice in their lives, echoing the message of transformation in Jesus. 

Teaching, caring, rebuking, and loving. These ladies come to Worthy Women weak, rebellious and vulnerable. Our 

goal is to make them warriors! Sonshine likes to say, “You are a warrior!” And I see us as helping them armor up! 

Ephesians 6:11 says, “Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the schemes of the 

devil.” And in Ephesians 6:13 it says, “Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand 

in the evil day, and having done all, to stand firm.”
