Ann came to us broken, tired, 
really sick and tired of 13 years of jails and prisons. Change came slow, the seriousness of the hard internal 
work of a sober, successful future before her, and her daughter a constant worry.  Ann learned that she would 
need to trust God completely. She realized it before she left Madison Prison, but learning how was quite 
different, most often minute by minute. Ann has been working part-time at Goodwill, thanks to the 2nd Chance 
Program. As her graduation grew closer, Ann began struggling with going home and being close to her 
daughter or trusting God with a good job and saving for a home with her daughter in La Porte.  The first time 
Ann went to see her, she did not know who Ann was. Today, Chevelle calls her mommy; their relationship is 
blossoming beautifully. On Friday, May 8, she made the decision to go home to her dad’s.  Not even two hours 
later, God provided her with a sign, a great job offer so that she could stay in La Porte.   Today Ann will be 
supporting herself on her own for the first time; we reminded her that we and friends at church will be active in 
her life. Ann is preparing to raise her daughter, her next 6 to 12-month goal. 
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Katrina completed 6 months, Jen left after 2 months, Bonnie left after 3 days, Tiffany will be at WWT next 
week, and Koryn plans to come after being released from jail. We’ve had to turn down 5 ladies. 

  
Three ladies were delayed to WWT, so we took Ann on a trip to Stanton KY, kayaking in an old limestone mine 
and zip lining through The Red River Gorge!   Thank you to the donor that helped with our Lodging. Ann loved 
quilting at LPMC, so her friends made her a Green Bay Packers quilt for her graduation party.
